Asking what
the quality of individual student contribution to a team is provides
feedback and targets improving outcomes. This session will introduce
and discuss the use of TeamQ, a rubric developed from criteria in the
AAC&U teamwork Valid Assessment of Learning in Undergraduate
Education (VALUE) rubric for peer and self-assessment of teamwork.
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
